Maths ‘99’ Club

This term will see the launch of Hailey School’s very exciting 99 Club.  The 99 Club has been developed to help raise standards in Mathematics by encouraging pupils to improve their mental maths skills and therefore increase the speed and confidence with which they tackle maths problems.

All pupils start on 11 Club and work their way up.  The 11 Club is so called because there are 11 questions to answer; the 22 Club has 22 questions and so on. Children will be familiar with the questions as they will be similar to those asked in class. The questions will become increasingly more difficult as the children progress through the different levels. 

Badges will be given to pupils once they have achieved a particular level which they are allowed to keep.  Lost badges can be replaced at a cost of 60p.

All pupils will have one opportunity a week to complete a level; this will be timetabled by the teacher. All pupils are encouraged to have-a-go each week but are allowed to opt for a practice sheet rather than an assessment for a maximum of 3 weeks – this is to keep pupils enthused and wanting to gain the next badge.

The level of questioning will be as follows:

11 Club – 99 Club – 3 minutes unaided

11 club – addition to 10

22 Club - addition to 20

33 Club – x tables – 2x/10x

44 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x

55 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x/3x/4x

66 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x/3x/4x/6x and ÷ facts

77 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x/3x/4x/6x/7x and ÷ facts

88 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x/3x/4x/6x/7x/8x and ÷ facts

99 Club – x tables – 2x/5x/10x/3x/4x/6x/7x/8x/9x and ÷ facts

Bronze – up to 12x and ÷ facts

Silver – all of above plus squares and square roots

Gold – all of above plus fractions/decimals/%

Ruby – all of above plus algebra

99 Club will usually begin in the second term of Year 1.
